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Overview


The Import Cue Sheet functionality will provide the ability for user to import one cue sheet into another.  All works of the imported cue sheet will be imported into the current cue sheet. 
Process


A new "Import Cue Sheet" section will be added to the Program Editor page.  The section will read "Import Cue Sheet At:" and contain a text box that defaults to the last sequence number plus one.  The default action will be to import cues at the end of the current cue sheet.  The user can change this value and import cues starting at any sequence number they specify.


Clicking the "Import" button will bring up the search page, with limited functionality. The users will be able to use all existing search criteria to find a list of cue sheets.  Users will have the ability to preview cue sheets from the search page, and to select one cue sheet to be imported.   RapidCue will import the entire works of the importing cue sheet and re-sequence the cue sequence numbers as appropriate.  The program will only permit a user to import a cue sheet if that user has "Create" or "Create/Revise" permissions to the cue sheet being imported.

The new section will also contain a new "Delete Range of Cues" button, and a starting and ending cue number text box, which will allow deletion of a range of cues from the current cue sheet.
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
